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Tomato Sungella
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Cordon (Indeterminate). A new, larger-fruited Sungold - Very heavy cropper - As uniform as a Hybrid - Delicious sweet flavor. An English gardener several years breeding Tomato Sungella, which is a cross between Sungold and a larger fruited, orange-skinned heirloom favorite. Growing Instructions

Transplant seedings when large enough to handle into 7.5cm (3in) pots. Plant in final situation when 20cm (8in) high, 45cm (18in) apart. Remove all side shoots as they appear, leaving one main stem.

Aftercare

FOR INDOOR CROPS Plant finally into growbags or pots in the greenhouse.

FOR OUTDOOR CROPS Acclimatize plants to outdoor conditions for a few days before planting in a sunny, moist, fertile, well drained site. Removal of main growing tip in late summer will hasten ripening.

Tomato Super Marmande           
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Semi-Bush (Semi-Determinate). The favorite large-fruited tomato of Provence. Tomato Super Marmande is distinguished by its irregular cushion shape and touch of pink on the shoulders. Super Marmande is large, juicy, well flavored fruit and a great improvement over an already excellent variety.

Growing Instructions   62 days

Transplant the seedlings when large enough to handle into 8cm (3in) pots. Grow on under cooler conditions and when about 20cm (8in) tall, gradually acclimatize them to outdoor conditions and plant out 45cm (18in) apart with 75cm (30in) between the rows in a warm sheltered sunny spot in moist, fertile well drained soil and keep well watered.

Aftercare

Provide support and tie in regularly. Remove side shoots and restrict the plant to one main stem. This is a semi determinate variety, if growth ends in a flower truss, select the nearest side shoot and train up as the main stem. In late summer remove the growing tip to hasten ripening.

Transplant seedlings when large enough to handle into 8cm (3in) pots and later plant out into grow bags, pots etc, at 45-60cm (18-24in) apart.

Outside, sow early spring and grow as above. When 20cm (8in) tall gradually acclimatize to outdoor conditions and plant out 38-45cm (15-18in) apart 75cm (30in) between rows in a warm sheltered sunny spot in moist, fertile well drained soil and keep well watered.

Aftercare

Provide support and tie in regularly. Remove side shoots as they appear and restrict the plant to one main stem.

Outdoor plants - remove growing tip in late summer to hasten ripening.

 ICHIBAN EGGPLANT (F1 hybrid 57 days) 

This oriental-type hybrid is very early and productive with the first fruit ready to harvest less than two months from transplanting. Fruits are 8 to 10 inches long and slightly curved. Color is good and overall yield in both numbers and pounds is excellent.

 PINGTUNG LONG EGGPLANT (66 days) 

Asian HEIRLOOM An open-pollinated oriental eggplant variety, imported from Taiwan. Fruits are elongated and slender, averaging 10" long and 1 1/2" to 2" across with a lovely, lavender-purple colored skin and white interior flesh. This variety has been bred to be resistant to many diseases, as well as tolerant to wet and hot conditions. A good yielder, with fruit weighing about 1/2 lb. each.

Growing Instructions

Plant out once frost risk has passed, either under protection or outdoors in warmer areas. Soil should be well prepared before transplanting with a liberal application of well-rotted manure or compost. Plant outdoors 70cm apart each way, or in large pots or containers under protection.

Aftercare

Water and feed generously after planting out and as necessary throughout the period of cropping. To help support the plants, soil can be pulled from between the rows to the base of the plants and made firm, or support with a stout cane. Side-shooting or 'stopping' is not necessary.

Fruits should be consumed as soon as possible.

Nutritional Information

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Growing instructions   55 Days

Plant after soil has warmed.  Plants prefer rich soil but will produce well in almost any garden with good sun.  Cucumbers have shallow roots and need even watering for best results.  Feed with compost monthly.  Pick regularly to stimulate more fruit.  Dark green smooth cucumbers reach seven inches in length.
